carry either in procession or in a solemn entrance into the church. They rejoice over the Good News of Christd the light
of the nationsd entering the world.

In 1997, Pope John Paul Il added an extra layer of meaning to Candlemas by proclaiming the Feast of the Presentation of
the Lord to also be the annual World Day for Consecrated Life. Now many religious brothers, sisters, and priests mark
the day as a moment for renewing their vows of religious consecration and celebrating their special vocation within the
Church.
